Arthur “Arty” Bradley Dean, 44, of Jonesville, VA, passed away unexpectedly
at home of an apparent heart attack on Sunday, June 7, 2015. 

A son of James and Barbara Martin Dean, he was born June 8, 1971 in
Harlan, KY. He was a 1989 graduate of Jonesville High School, the last
graduating class to come from Jonesville High. He was a proud FFA Member,
under the direction of Cecil Clendenon, and received the American Farmer
Award.
